A curious story of attempted poisoning was 
lea* night told acting Captain Leavey, of the 
Third Precinct, by a shoemaker named Richard 
Smith, residing at No. 119 Congress street. 
The police say that from ail they can learn 
Smith i s an industrious, sober man, and for that 
reason they are inclined to place reliance upon 
his statements. 

When he entered the station-house i t was 
• t a r t y half-past eleven o'clock. He said that 
of late be had bad frequent disagreements with 
bis wife Mary and t w o sons, John and Qeorge, 
aged respect ively nineteen and twenty-one 
y e a n .

ware exhibited by his wife in neglect and by 
the boys in insolence. B i s sons were shoe­
makers, and with himself did their work at 
heme. After the custom of men of their craft, 
they bad. supper at ten o'clock last night, when 
their day's work was completed. 

When the meal was announced last 
n ight he found his wife and sons already seated 
a s the table, and as he had had some difference 
with them, b e preferred to take the cup of tea 
which had been prepared for him, and the rest 
of his sapper t o a shelf, by the t ide of which 
h a Mated himself, intending t o ea t alone. H e 
took a swallow of the tea, aud perceived a 
carious taste about it that alarmed him, when a 
l o w minutes later be was seised with vomiting. 

Suspecting that an attempt had been 
made to poison aim, be seised the cup, and 
patting on his hat, went to Hydenreich's drug 
stare, corner Atlantic avenue and Clinton street, 
s a d inquired w h a t 

I D MIXTURE IX THK CUP WAS, 
a t the same time hinting at bis suspicions. The 
clerk in attendance took the cup, smelied the 
contents, and without explanation advised the 
visitor to report the case to the police. 

ActmajTaptain Leavey.bearing this story,sent 
for Dr. b o wee, of Sutler street. The doctor ex­
amined the mixture, aad at once deulared that 
it contained a sufficient amount of laudanum 
so cause death. A c t i o s upon this information, 
the Acting Captain sent Detective Mahoney 
and Officers Cullan and Dreelaad to Smith's 
residence to arrest his wi fe and tons, and in a 
short time they returned with the suspected 
persons in their custody. 

The detective reported that be had been 
vaaau TO FIND TRACKS or LAUDANUM" 

on the premises, and that the whole family bad 
drank tea from the same teapot as that from 
which the complainant's cup had been poured.

We are to-day paying the prise of oar political 
folly and blind partisanship. A yearly interest 
account of nearly $3,OUU, SOU upon our 840,UflO,odU 
of debt has to be p&id through taxes anal water 
rates. A mortgage equal to nearly one-fifth of 
its value baa been foreibly imposed upon our real 
eatate. The city ha. reaped almost no equivalent 
benefit for these enormous burdens. Tbe prices 
charged for our public works have been fourfold, 
sometimes tenfold, the legitimate fig ire. Public 
money nas been systematioaUy used for private 
purposes, and organised fraud and corruption 
nave tor years been tbe governing foroes in toe 
administration of our public affairs. Bven the 
ballot-box, tbe fountain of power, tbe emblem of 
political pertiy, Las been violated sad outraged. 

The men wbo have brought about and counte­
nanced these evils bave done ail in their powor to 
prevent the development .mil organise! iou of a just 
publio < pinion, and bave insisted most atrsau-
ously upon tbe binding obligations of pat cy ties. 
But political partisanship in looal affairs baa not 
aecured for us, and cannot secure tor us, a good 
or even a tolerable government. 

We now have before us a ticket which is essen­
tially a People's Ticket, a ticket mada up of the 
attest men of all patties, upon the principle that 
honesty, capacity aud integrity are the first and 
oaly tbine* that are entitled to oar suffrages. 

Tbe agents and servant* ot.a municipal corpor­
ation should DO more be chosen tor reasons of 
rolitical pari Uaaabip than sbnuld those of a bank­
ing or raUros't corporation. We do not administer 
our own medicine*; we do not try our own law­
suits , wo bavo our children taught by profeseed 
teacueia; we bave our armies led by experienced 
aad scientific Generals. We do not eboose our 
doctors, lawyers, teaoaors, generals, because of 
their politics, la ail the things of Ufa, sreat and 
small, we rely upon men of spseial gifts sad 
attainments. How, than, saa ws dispense wi:h 
tbase adiaotages in tbe greatest aud mostdifHault 
ot ail tbtsgs the art of government' Ws should 
choose the best men we aan find, irrespective of 
party, to represent u s , and then wa should trust 
them. Otherwise power will remain where it has 
heretofore bees, in tbe hands of usoffleial and 
lrrepoDKible leaders 

The present straggle is not a struggle for po­
litical laadorsnip. It Is an effort to administer a 
long-deserved rebuke to corrupt political machine* 
aod to unrighteous political methods, in advo­
cating what is known as tba ' 'Coalition t icket , ' ' 
we know neither personal Interest nor passion. 
Beat upon tbe extirpatica of tbe Ring system we 
have no ill-will toward the, men who are its advo­
cates, except in so far as they merit oar condem­
nation tor tbe evils tbey have dons.

Tbe second meeting in the Normal Class series 
of the Sunday-school Union was held last even­
ing at the Elm f l a n s Church.

Previous to 13T5 there had 
been Saxon translations, but in tbat year John 
Wickuffe made his English translation. Print­
ing bad at that time not been invented, and the

WICKXIFFK'S TRANSLATION 
was equal to the cost of two arches of the old 
London Bridge. • Tbe speaker then briefly 
touched upon the translations known as Tyn-
dale's, Coverdale's, Cranmer's, the Geneva, 
Bishops', and King James'. Dr. Cnyler charac­
terized tbe King James or authorized version as 
a grand translation, but said tbat during tbe ten 
generations tbat bad elapsed since tbe translation 
was made, the English language had undergone 
many changes. Many words had gone out of 
use, and many words bad undergone changes in 
meaning. Recent studies in philology bad shed 
vast light upon tbe Divine meaning as implied 
in the original The speaker balieved that tba 
present revision of the King James version be-
irig made in this country and England would 
produce a version that ought to bo, and would 
be, well nigh perfect. 

In the absence of tbe corrected version, the 
speager beld that tbe Sunday-school teaclier, 
where able, should go back to tbe Hebrew and 
Greek, but if unpossessed of the required clas­
sical knowledge, should make use of the best 
airts, such as Dean Alford's "How to Study the 
Bible," "The Revelations of the Near Testa­
ment," by Prof. Sharpe, or some trustworthy 
commentaries, a number of which were uamad. 
Tbe speaker 

CAIXED ATTENTION TO INTERPOLATIONS 
as a delicate matter to approach. There was 
one interpolation tbat might be set down as 
spurious, tbe ninth verse of the fifth chapter of 
i Le first epistle of John. I t was better for the 
teacher to boldly direct tbe scholar's attention 
to this fact than to leave it to ba flung into tbe 
child's teeth by some enemy of the Bible. 
America bad contributed a large share of text-
tinkering versions. Referring to the expurgated 
edition from which all objectionable words were 
pruned or disguised. Dr. Cuyler said tbat he 
recommended it to the young woman who was 
so modest tbat she sewed pantalettes on the bare 
legs of her piano. 

Would it be wise to attempt a general revision 
of God's Word ? Would such a revision become 
fixed in the family and Suuday-scbools f His 
own huuible opinion was an unequivocal Yes. 
The work was needed, and in tim * would vindi­
cate itself. In the present version some pas­
sages obscured and perverted the utterauces of 
tbe Holy Spirit. 

The speaker, in conclusion, spoke in the high­
est terms of tbe present version, saying that he 
prayed tbat tbe holy and devout tnou now en­
gaged in revising the Bible might be guided 
from Heaveu, aud make only such verbal 
charges as might be necessary to convey God's 
meaning more clearly. 

The meeting closed with the bjnoJictioa.

Tbe Kingslsy & Koeney salt to recover $173,-
C00 for Reservoir work, was resumed before the 
referees in tbe Common Council Chamber at 10 
A . M. to-day. by tba recall of Chief Engineer 
Julius W. Adams, for cross-examination by Mr. 
Parsons. 

Mr. Adams testified that i t was the habit of 
bis office to indorse tbe maps on the right-hand 
corner of tbe outside, so as to identify them 
wben relied up. A n intermediate dam was 
provided for in the contract. Exhibit 15 shows 
tbe location of such second dam. Tbe level of 
thirty-two feet on tbat Exhibit includes Nichols' 
Pond. Exhibits 0 Had 12 were included in the 
maps sent to the Water Board by bim, Jane 90, 
1870. There were no pencil lines on No. 13 then.

I n s maps hsving any relation to the Reser­
voir in bis office a t the time of tbe making of 
tbs contract, were designated by the witness 
and insluded all the maps present, exeeps E x 
bibit 4. No. 12, "the missing map," was merely 
need as a land map. From tbe t ime between it 
was spoken of and its production here, be had 
balked with Mr. Northup, Mr. Bergen, General 
Tracy, and Mr. Fowler. Also told Mr. 
Kingsley. 

Slight merriment was produced by the wit­
ness' persistent attempt to explain that he spoke 
to Mr. Northup, "because be was the natural 
custodian of these matters;" with Mr. Bergen,

Witness has no means of determining wben 
the blanks of the original contracts were printed; 
thicks it was in the Winter of 1871; thinks they 
were printed in tbe Eagle office, which did their 
printing a lways; some of the changes in the 
blanks were made before bids were called for, 
some afterwards, and some when the contract 
was filled out. 

THB ORIGINAL SPECIFICATIONS 
called for two lines of pipe and the conduit, 
but were subsequently stricken out. Tbe abol­
ition of tbtse did iiot affect tbe construction of 
the Reservoir, l u t it created the necessity for 
some other conduit. One was built. Exhibit 
6 shows tbe flowline of 32 feet, 231 acres of 
water area, and S16 of land, and a capacity of 
one thousand millions of gallons. It was from 
these elements that the amount of excavation 
was determined. Exhibit 4 shows 657 sores of 
land and 250 acres of water area. It is not 273 
seres of wa ter Area, bu t 250.. It may be 254 acres. 
That is taken from Iho returns of computation, 
but not from tbe map. 

That 250 acres does not include the island which 
will be left in Nichols' Pond at an elevation of 
twenty-nine feet; tbet island is nine acres in 
extent; 207 acres base been excavated. In the 
winter of 1872 tbe change from a thirty-two feet 
level above the tide-water to a twenty-nine feet 
level was made; that necessitated an increased 
excavation of 6C0,O0i yards by deepening at the 
bottom, which has been done 2,500 feet south of 
Nichols' dam and 6;flB0 feet from the Reservoir 
dam. There are stilj forty-seven acres unexca-
vattd, and to make a uniform bottom by exca­
vating them would give 475,305 yards of mate­
rial.

Mr. Farrington expects to get 
the end on the New York anoaorage before 
dark to-day. To-morrow tbe Brooklyn end will 
be brought to tbe anchorage and made fast.
